Slide 2: CP Missions 101

Slide 3: Since 1845, the Southern Baptist Convention (SBC) has had one mission—the Great Commission

Slide 4: “Go therefore, and make disciples of all the nations,” (Matt. 28:19, NKJ).

Slide 5: Prior to 1925, SBC entity’s competed with one another for the churches’ missions’ gifts resulting in severe financial deficits.

Slide 6: In 1919, the leaders of the SBC proposed the 75 Million Campaign, a five-year campaign that, for the first time, included everything - the work of the state conventions as well as that of the Southern Baptist Convention. Even though the goals were not realized, God gave Southern Baptists a vision of what can be accomplished for the kingdom when we work together.

Slide 7: In 1925 the Cooperative Program (CP Missions) was launched.

Slide 8: The Process
Slide 9: The process begins when you give yourself to God. (2 Cor. 5:8)

Slide 10: Out of gratitude and obedience to God, you decide how much of your income you will give back to the Lord through your church. The Biblical portion is called a tithe (Lev. 27:30, Mal. 3:10). 

Slide 11: The process continues when your church prayerfully decides how much of its undesignated gifts will be committed to Cooperative Program (CP) Missions. This amount is forwarded to your Baptist state convention.
Slide 12: During the annual meeting of your state convention, messengers, elected by your church, decide what percentage of the CP Missions gifts it receives stays in your state to empower local missions and ministries and what percentage is forwarded to the SBC for national and international missions and ministries. 

Slide 13: Each year messengers from across the country gather at the SBC to decide how its CP Missions gifts will be used to train, send, and reach people though your national partners.

Slide 14: People around the world hear the gospel and receive Christ as a result of this cooperative process.

Slide 18: The International Mission Board uses its CP Missions support to help send approximately 5,300 missionaries to over 1,300 people groups. Through your gifts and your prayers, more than 887,000 new believers were baptized in 2003.

Slide 19: Approximately 1,400 new churches were started across the country through the efforts of over 5,100  missionaries, whose work is coordinated by the North American Mission Board, and local state conventions.
Slide 20: CP Missions helps train future pastors, missionaries and ministry leaders through six seminaries (Southern, Southeastern, Midwestern, Southwestern, Golden Gate, and New Orleans) In excess of 15,500 leaders are equipped each year.

Slide 21: Through CP Missions, the Ethics & Religious Liberty Commission provides a better awareness and understanding of the compelling moral and ethical issues facing society today and enables a informed and timely response to these issues.

Slide 23: If “two are better than one” (Eccl. 4:9), how much better are 16.3 million? This is the current membership in more than 43,000 Southern Baptist Churches across the country.

Slide 24: Pray  - for your Southern Baptist missionaries in your state and around the globe. 16.3 million people praying can make a big difference.

Slide 25: Go - be involved in some sort of missions endeavor. Talk with your pastor about the available opportunities. You are God’s missionary right where you live.

Slide 26: Give - out of love for the Lord, give regularly to Him through your church. If you are not tithing, begin to do so and also discover the blessings of giving beyond the tithe. 

Slide 27: Prayerfully consider increasing your support of Cooperative Program (CP) Missions. With a global population of over 6 billion, we must enhance our efforts to reach people with the gospel.
